Lived and died in Marlborough, she at 63 years of age, he at 82 years of age. They were the parents of [1] Bethiah Rice born 29 Oct. 1682 married Jonathon Newton on 26 Nov. 1708 [2] Daniel Rice born 3 Jun. 1684 married Elizabeth Taylor of Marlborough during 1712 [3] Judith Rice, born 29 Sep. 1687 [4] Luke Rice born 30 Nov. 1689 married Rachel Stow [5] Priscilla Rice born 6 Apr. 1692 died unmarried on 24 Dec. 1721 [6] Eleazer Rice born 16 May 1695 married a Thankful and first lived at Marlborough and then Shewsbury [7] Deborah Rice born 14 Nov. 1697 married James Brown at Marlborough on 26 Jan. 1724 and [8] Hopestill Rice born 22 Oct. 1702 married Edward Wilson, Hopestill died at Marlborough during Jan. 1731 her husband remarried and died at Shewsbury during 1759.
