Notes for ELEAZER WARD:

From "The William Ward Genealogy", 1925, p. 73: "He was killed by Indians while riding from Marlborough to Sudbury ...during King Philip's War." The hill where he was killed bears his name. Mount Ward is "along the the road to Sudbury...2-1/2 miles outside of Marlborough ." Killed either 20th or 21st April, 1676. (The  illustration of “Mount Ward " facing page 52 and the reference on page 53.)
This family lived at Marlborough and were the parents of only one child [1] Hannah Ward, born 1676. Eleazer was killed 20 Apr. 1676 by Indians while riding from Marlborough to Sudbury during the time of "King Phillip's War. The "Mount Ward” in Sudbury (site of the Indian attack) is named after Eleazer.
